When Sachin Tendulkar came out on to the field at the Eden
Gardens for his penultima‘te Test to a mighty roar from the
crowd, a minor statistic wés missed by many. Tendulkar was
ohly the second player to represent India in Tests after
tuming 40 (he was 40'yearAs and 197 days old that day). The
only other‘ pléyer to l}ave achie\./ed this feat was Mulvantrai
H\immatlal Mankad, known to the world by his school
nickname Vinoo. Mankéd was 41 yearé and 298 days old
-when he played his last Tést, beginning 6 February 1959,

also “against the West Indies.

Vinoo Mankad is almost forgotten today, but when he passed

away i;1 1978, in its obituary, the Wisden magazine called him

P.T.O.
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“one of the greatest all-rounders that India has ever
produced”, and stated that “for some years he Was
undoubtedly the best bowler of his/‘type in the 'wprld”. He
is also the only Indian cricketer to have a Test named after
him—the 1952 Lord’s Test against England is referred lto as

Mankad’s Test, even though India lost. His opening

partnership of 413 with Pankaj Roy in 1956 remained a world

record for}52 years, and his 231 in that innings stayed the

highest score by an Indian in a Test match for nearly three

decades. lHis 231 had broken his own previous record of the
highest Tevst score by an Indian : 184 .at Madras in 1952,
-when India beat England to achieve its 'ﬁrst-ever Test \}ictory.
It was almost enti'rely Mankad’s doing, as he claimed eight
for 55 and four for 53 in the two innings.
